Ill. A boy fell in a lake- Rescued by a man in a passing boat. 

 The boy thanked him.  The man said, “Just make sure  your life is 

worth saving!” 

The Thessalonians had been called into the kingdom of God’s grace.   

Paul prayed they would live up to their calling. 

Saved by grace!       Saved for works!  

Our calling is from God.   We do not earn salvation 

ASSURANCE    given freely by grace 

ACCOUNTABILITY TO THE ONE WHO PROVIDES SALVATION.    TO BE
